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1. Israel Delivered from Enslavement to Egypt (Ex 1:1-18:27)

a. Moses’ beginnings and Israel’s plight

b. Moses commissioned to confront Pharoah

c. Moses appeals to Pharaoh and God moves powerfully

d. God resoundingly defeats Pharaoh and Israel travels to Mt. Sinai

2. God Gives his Law Covenant to Israel (Ex 19:1-24:18)

a. God beckons Moses up to the mountain to meet with him

b. God gives the heart of his law, the Ten Commandments, to Moses

c. God laws are explained and delineated to Israel

3. God Instructs on Constructing the Tabernacle, Israel Rebels

a. God offers a permanent means for Israel to worship him

b. God offers a permanent means for his presence to go with Israel

c. Israel breaks God’s covenant by constructing the golden calf

d. Moses mediates and winningly intercedes for Israel

e. God’s presence descends upon the tabernacle

Theological Issues in Exodus 2
1. Creation—God controls the Nile (deity center for Egypt) in controlling Moses’ destiny

2. God’s Providence—Care for Moses via caring women

3. Transference of allegiance—God intends to free Moses from “captivity” of the house of pharaoh and then from Egypt itself through unorthodox means

Exodus 2:1-10
1. Recall together what the original circumstances surrounding Moses’ birth.  Why was pharaoh so intent on destroying the Israelites?  [Ultimately he was working against God’s promised blessing of exponential growth for Abraham]

2. What sort of measures did Moses’ family take to hide him?  [This was partially possible because of his young age]

3. Describe his rescue from the Nile.  

a. What was extraordinary about his deliverance?  [Cast on the Nile or likely just hidden among the reeds, happened to be seen by the daughter of the most powerful person in Egypt, etc.]
b. Why is it ironic that pharaoh’s daughter is so instrumental in Moses’ rescue?  [She rescues Moses from her father’s edict]

c. How is Moses’ family blessed through their courageous protection of Moses?  Continue raising him for a time, “plunder” pharaoh’s house by being paid for nursing
4. What does the manner of his deliverance say about God’s care and intervention?  Uses personal ingenuity, ironic-filled, powerful
5. What parallels exist between Moses and the account of Noah in Genesis?  [Consider how both were cast by God into a floating vehicle, how each was sustained by God, each was called to be a deliverer.]

Exodus 2:11-24

1. What has occurred between the time of Moses’ rescue and his adulthood?  Raised in Egyptian household, somehow knows about Hebrew backgroundd
a. What does his murderous actions say about how he views himself, though raised as an Egyptian?  How he views Egypt?  Apparently he comes to identify with Israel’s suffering
2. How do his fellow Hebrews and his Egyptian counterparts respond to him murdering?  Don’t consider him one of them, foreshadows how they treat him as leader
3. Look briefly at Gen 3:1-13 & 21 and Gen 4:1-16.

a. How does this murder mirror Moses’ forefather’s murder and sin?  Desires to hide
b. In what ways does he act similarly in response to his sin as did they?

c. What are the consequences of his sin?  Separation from his people, ostracized
d. How is God’s grace displayed to Moses (much as it was to Adam & Eve and Cain)?

4. Given how Moses’ life begins, how would you compare his status at the end of Exodus 2?  Full, rich, grace-filled, exiled
Application
1. What do we learn about God’s care for his own through Moses?

2. How is God intervening to provide for his people?
3. What in God’s providential care here encourages us to depend upon him?
