Growing up, your friend was always shoved to the background in his family, which has stunted growth.  You hope leadership can be a path to growth and healing. 

	Advice you’d just love to give?


	Just come to the conference – you have 14 other weekends to spend with your friends this semester.
	Go for it! You need this or a part of you will die inside.  You have to stop letting your past hold you back.

	(Bad) Questions you’d be tempted to ask?


	· Who are you more afraid of disappointing?  Jesus or your friends?  

· Do you honestly think this weekend with your friends will mean a thing to you in 5 years?

· How much Jesus are your friends going to get if you keep choosing out of being with him?
	· Don’t you think it’s rather arrogant to keep part of yourself back from everyone who could otherwise benefit?

· Why are you so afraid to just get out there and lead?

· If you don’t lead a SG for frosh in Moore Hall next year, who will lead them?

	Open-ended questions that would actually help them to better understand their own motives and priorities.


	· What signs of growth are you seeing in your own life with God right now?

· What is God doing in the lives of your friends?

· What excites you the most about following Jesus this semester?

· What kind of opportunities could you offer to your friends to get around Jesus in the next few months?
	· What’s the most exciting growth edge in your life with God right now?

· What kinds of things has Jesus been teaching you?

· What are some pros and cons of being an “official” leader next year?  What are pros and cons of being a more “behind-the-scenes” type of leader?

· What has it been like for you to be a leader in the past?  

	Goal for your helpful conversation.


	· That she see the options in front of her for what they are, and own the decision to go to conference or weekend with friends
· That she will come to realize the tension between what she from Jesus and what her friends need, and consider options for getting those needs met
· That she comes away realizing her ability to make wise choices to pursue life for herself and others from Jesus

	· That he identify and strongly choose the path to growth and healing that Jesus has for him.
· That he would know Jesus as a leader who serves us, not as a leader who needs super-awesome people to accomplish his purposes.
· That the person would understand himself as someone with a significant role to play in his own growth, and that of others, whatever shape that takes next year.
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
