“Sexy Pizza”

What is it?: New Student Outreach event where student get free pizza and participate in a 30 minute group discussion about what the Bible has to say about sex

Campus:  University of Houston: urban, commuter, with over 30,000 students

Chapter:  About 80 students, very diverse, one of the most active and well-know student organizations on campus, has a daily prayer meeting, large group, small groups.  Josh Howell is the eighth-year staff who planted the chapter: joshgoosh@yahoo.com
Time: Day after classes start at 7 p.m., usually a Tuesday
Place: Common area of the two largest dorms on campus, housing about 1700 students

Target Audience: Primarily dorm residents, but advertised all over campus

Typical Attendance: 150-170 students, with 60-80 staying for discussion

Publicity:  Info booth on campus day before and day of, flyers posted around campus, flyers in all public areas of the residence hall.  All IV members invite friends.  Pizza advertises itself.  

Cost: Student leader works at Papa John’s and get pizzas for $5 per large.  40 pizzas = 320 slices, roughly enough for everyone to have at least two slices.  $200-250 to put on.  
Program: 
1. Contact station.  When new students comes through line for pizza have to go to “contact” station first.  Students warmly welcomed, invited to fill out a follow-up card, although this is optional.  Thanked for coming.  Handout given about what is InterVarsity and invitation to the Thursday night Large Group.

2. Pizza & Drink tables.  Each student encouraged to take two slices maximum.  

3. Find seat on floor or around the common area.  Eat pizza, hang out.  IV members introduce themselves and mingle.

4. About 30 minutes in, when all have their pizza, moderator welcomes from up front and introduces discussion.  People are invited to stay to listen, participate or just leave at that point.  Instructs student in writing questions.  

5. Students write questions.  They are given pen and notecard to write any question they have about sex as it relates to the Bible.  

6. IV members collect cards and then moderator quickly organizes cards and asks the first one out loud. 
7. Group discussion with 60-80 people, lead by the moderator, which is usually the staff worker Josh Howell.  Individuals will first give their ideas about what the Bible says, with moderator closing each question.    
a. Moderator has pre-prepared and practiced short, biblically-backed answers to the following questions, which usually come up in some form:

i. Why is homosexuality condemned by the Bible?

ii. Is masturbation right or wrong

iii. Is pornography wrong to view or look at?  Why do many Christians think it’s wrong to look at porn?
iv. Why does God want us to be a virgin when we get married?
v. Why is there a double standard for women sleeping around vs. men sleeping around?
vi. Is oral sex/anal sex allowable in the Bible?  Does it count as sex?
vii. How far is too far when having sex?  

b. Moderator plays the important role of keeping the tone positive and loving, while presenting truth.  Students will sometimes say things that are ignorant, make jokes or may even offend others, so the moderator has to lovingly correct from up front.  This takes skill.  
8. After 30 minutes of discussion, moderator will close by

a. Thanking people for being there.

b. Explaining what InterVarsity is.

c. Presenting the Gospel clearly.

d. Inviting response.  

i. Repent and give life to Jesus

ii. Talk to him or IV members further with questions

iii. Come to Thursday Large Group two night later (where they do a seeker large group with clear Gospel presentation)

iv. Fill out card to get involved with a GIG.
