1) Warm up for the group:

2) Review of where we’ve been with our study:

a. John has begun his book  by revealing who the Word is and the ministry of the Word to His world which rejects him. 

b. He then moves on to speak of John the Baptist’s revelation of Jesus as the Lamb of God (1:19-34).  

c. The last five sections before chapter 4 display Jesus revealing His glory through:

· Authoritatively calling 1st disciples 1:35-51.  

· Powerfully & mercifully changing water to wine, thus saving a groom from utter humiliation at his wedding 2:1-11.  

· Zealously purifying worship by cleansing the temple 2:12-25. 

· Powerfully giving new birth.  He describes this in a conversation with a dull, but curious religious leader, Nicodemus 3:1-21.  

· Another godly leaders, John, submits His work to Jesus 3:22-36.

· A Foreign, immoral woman embraces Jesus’ revelation of His glory…His disciples fail to do so 4:1-42

3) Read John 4:43-54

4) What sort of reception does Jesus receive in Galilee?  What are they basing their response to Jesus upon?

5) Look over John 2, which is an important background passage to this one.

a) What happened when Jesus was last in Cana?  Who responded favorably to his revelation?  Mary, his disciples, the servants serving the “wine”
b) What was the response of Jews in the temple?  Resistance, requiring a miraculous confirmation before belief
6) Why does Jesus make such a seemingly harsh statement to him in verse 48?  

a) How are Jesus’ statements to the official similar to those he made to Mary and the temple Jews?

b) What is revealed about the man from his responses to Jesus’ statement?  He’s not interested in a miraculous sign in order for Jesus to prove himself, he is willing to take Jesus at his word.
7) What impact does his trust, unfettered by requirements, have on others?
8) What has your response lately been to the signs given you by Jesus?  
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
